ORDER OF REINSTATEMENT

Kansas.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the respondent be reinstated to the practice

of law in the state of Kansas effective the date of this order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this order of reinstatement shall be published in
the official Kansas Reports.
